We believe in one God, eternally co-existing in three persons: Father, Son and Holy Spirit.

We believe in the present ministry of the Holy Spirit whose primary work to the sinner is to convict of sin, righteousness, and judgement, hopefully bringing him to Christ; and
who indwells each believer at the moment of conversion, primarily to establish God's work of redemption in him; simultaneously, to join him to the body of Christ with equal

privileges with all other believers without additional works of grace.

We believe that man was created in the image of God; that he sinned, and thereby incurred not only physical death but also spiritual death which is separation from God; and that
all human beings are born with a sinful nature and in the case of those who reach moral responsibility, manifest themselves as sinners in thought, word and deed.

We believe that the Lord Jesus Christ died for our sins, according to the Scriptures; who is our substitutionary sacrifice; and that all who believe in Him are justified on the
ground of His shed blood.
